field with relative ease to secure
the top prize.

Both Avery Jones and Noel Bedy
took a round out of Lon, and
dashed his title hopes once again.

The turnout for the annual event
was disappointing, as even last
year’s champion, Eric Roome
failed to appear to defend his title
in this year’s double round robin
event.

The club will be hosting its 2013
Championships beginning the
second week in January. The hope
is that the round robin format
used in last year’s championships will bring out the same strong field, and
perhaps may even generate some interest in our new crop of junior players,
since the Junior Championships will be played concurrently.
